Dear foster parent applicant, 

We at Colbren Family Care suggest that you begin the backgrounds screening process as soon as possible, as it will typically take several weeks for your application to be processed by licensing. Please complete the top portion of the first page, and the 2nd page.  Both parents must complete the form, as well as any other person living in the home 18 years or older.  You must complete all the information and answer every question or it will be rejected by licensing. Also please remember to use only blue, purple, or green ink. Not black.
Once you have completed the form, the next step for you is to get your electronic fingerprints through DCFS offices. To do this, you need to call and set an appointment. 
If you live in Washington County, call the St. George DCFS offices at (435)652-2960. Once the receptionist answers, ask to speak with Martha for fingerprinting.  
If you live in Iron County, call Kim Cox at the Cedar City DCFS offices at (435)865-5627.  If Kim is unavailable, you may call Susan Prince at (435)865-5606.

When you call you will need to let them know that you are applying to be a foster parent through Colbren Family Care.  You will need to bring these forms, your driver’s license, and social security cards for both of you.  In addition, DCFS charges a $10 livescan fingerprints fee per person.  For both foster parents, this will be $20 and must be paid in cash. They will give you further instructions.

Once they have taken your electronic fingerprints they will return to you the forms, copies of your info, & a Live Scan Authorization form. Make copies of everything for your own records, unless they have already given you extra copies.  Send the original Background Screening and “Live Scan Authorization” forms to us as well as legible copies of your driver license and S.S. card.

We will prepare the documents & send them to licensing.  At that time we will also send you the rest of the forms and training you will need to complete to become certified as a foster parent.  Once we receive the results of the background screening from DHS, we will call to notify you.  
The processing of the background screening will normally take several weeks; however, if you have lived outside of the state of Utah, it will take several weeks longer since the same process will need to be completed in the state where you resided.  If you answer yes to #4, you will need to call the district court wherever the offence was committed for instructions to obtain a “certified court docket….” as explained on the form.  If you answer yes to #6 you will need to obtain a criminal history check from the country where you resided.  This process will vary by country, but you will begin by calling the country’s embassy or consulate located in the U.S.  For #’s 4, 5, or 6 we will need the appropriate documents before we can send your forms to licensing.
